Reqistration Fees & Dues (payment options and discounts)
Registration includes Entrance Booklet, First Book for the Club Year, and awards.
Uniforms, additional handbooks and replacement for lost items will have additional charges.

You have two options for paying each of your children’s Registration Fee and Dues.
(option #1) One time Registration + Dues payment of $50 (Save $5!)

Or
(option #2) Registration Fee ($15) + 1% Quarter dues ($10) = $25 at time of sign-up, followed by
quarterly dues of $10 on 11/3, 1/5 & 3/9 (total cost per child = $55)

Awana Service Discount: Parent participation is crucial for Awana to be successful. It also helps build family unity and
sets an example for our children of serving in the local church. In order to encourage parent participation, we are offering an
optional discount this year for parents who serve on a weekly basis in the capacity of Director, Leader, Secretary, or Listener.
Qualified volunteers must fill out an application, pass a background check, and attend basic training. For one parent serving,
quarterly dues can be waived for one of your children (a $40 value). For two parents serving, dues can be waived for two of
your children (an $80 value). Our hope is that parents do not view this discount as being paid to serve. We expect Christians
to serve because they are called by the Lord to do Gospel ministry. However, we understand that serving in Awana often
means some unforeseen out-of-pocket expenses. Our intention is to help offset some of these expenses so parents can
enjoy the blessing of serving in Awana.

Multi-child Discount: If more than 3 children from the same household are enrolled in club, the remaining children’s
registration is $10 each and dues are waived. Cost for uniforms, additional handbooks and/or replacement for lost items will
still apply.

Partial Scholarships: COBC is committed to helping those who may need financial assistance. Please speak to Pastor
Brent for more information about partial scholarships.
